A Memorial Service for George
Esquibel was held in Modesto on
April 7th. He was a friend and
& mentor to me. He hired me to be his
I ﬂ' ‘A Instructional Assistant in Ceramics
at Sacramento City College in 1993
until I left in 1995 to open our own gallery. | remember
George as a talented sculptor watching him work at City
College. He was working on a series of self-portrait
sculptures that included fabulous elephants as the base
figure. He sometimes included Kachina dolls as riders.
These were symbolic culturally, politically, and were very
humanly engaging.

He lived a full life. He served in Vietham, was a member
of the Royal Chicano Air Force art collective, completed
his Masters at Sac State, and went on to be a professor
in ceramics at City College for 34 years until retiring in
2007. He served on the Sacramento Metropolitan Arts
Commission. He was active in the Los Rios California
Federation of Teachers. He started the Union Hall
Gallery there and curated many wonderful art exhibits for
ten years. He held strongly to his beliefs and, in my
experience, wanted to empower people to find their own
way and then believe in themselves. His wife Connie
had been a longtime member of the Sacramento Potters
Group; a talented potter in her own right. He was a
dedicated family man and was loved by many. He will be
